INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

Ridge Runner
Keyhole

While trusses are still stacked on ground,

select location on trusses at the height you

want to work from using Ridge Runner and

apply two 16d sinker nails, 14/," apart on

each truss in stack. Nails should be driven
in 2 '/," and will serve as hooks

With nails in place, using the first truss to be
set, line-up the nails with the keyholes on Ridge
Runner and put the heads of the 16d nails
through the large openings in the keyholes.
Slide the Ridge Runner down so the nails
anchor into the small openings in the keyholes,
preventing it from coming unhooked.
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Lift the truss up to the wall top plate
via crane hoisting device.

n to hold Ridge Runner in place.
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Only position yourself
on Ridge Runner
within arms reach

of lateral bracing,
keeping your center
of gravity centered
over Ridge Runner

at all times.

Per your company’s procedures,
secure first truss (A) to the bearing wall
and laterally restrain and ground brace
the truss per BCSI-B2
(see www.sbcindustry.com/bracing.php).
Detach crane hoisting device.

Once the first truss has been adequately ground
braced as described in BCSI-B2, use a ladder
to get onto Ridge Runner. From the ladder, step
onto Ridge Runner putting your right foot
on the right foot peg and your left foot on the
left foot peg and then kneeling
onto the foam-padded brace.

On the ground, another crew member will
anchor the second Ridge Runner to the next
truss to be set as described in steps
1 and 2. Truss is lifted into place
via crane hoisting device.
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Secure second truss (B) to bearing wall and
laterally restrain and brace truss per BCSI-B2.
Detach crane hoisting device.

Now that the second truss (B) and Ridge
Runner are in place, carefully move from
the occupied Ridge Runner on truss A to the
unoccupied Ridge Runner on truss B, putting
your right foot on the right foot peg and your
left foot on the left foot peg and then
kneeling onto the foam-padded brace.
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Hoist next truss (C) to top plate and
secure truss to bearing wall and laterally
restrain and brace truss per BCSI-B2.
Detach crane hoisting device.
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Unhook and move Ridge Runner from
truss A up and over truss B where you are
currently kneeling and anchor Ridge Runner

onto truss G using the keyholes as described

in step 2. Carefully move from the occupied

Ridge Runner on truss B to the unoccupied
Ridge Runner on truss G, per step 8.

Hoist next truss to top plate and secure
truss to bearing wall and laterally restrain
and brace truss per BCSI-B2.
Detach crane hoisting device.

Now both of your Ridge Runners are in place
and you are prepared to finish installing the
trusses. Continue to set all remaining trusses
by moving unoccupied Ridge Runner from
truss A and anchoring to truss C each time a
new truss is lifted and secured to the bearing
wall as described in steps 10 and 11.
